CHAPTER

eligible to be exalted into the Supreme Order of the Holy Royal 
Arch. A Royal Arch Chapter is a Masonic body which is attached 
to, but organised separately from, a Craft Lodge and is not in any 
way directly governed by it. Chapters meetings or Convocations 
usually meet 3 or 4 times a Masonic season.
