The Rite, one of the oldest orders, consists of 33 degrees, of which the three degrees of
Craft Freemasonry are accepted in lieu of the first three degrees of the Rite.The one
worked in chapters is the 18°,is known by the grand title of Sovereign Prince of the Rose
Croix of Heredom, It is from this that the Order gets its nickname in England and Wales:

The Order of Mark Master Masons within England is one of the world’s oldest fraternal
society and seeks to encourage thoughtfulness for others, kindness in the community,
honesty in business, courtesy in society and justice and fairness in all things.

The Degree of Mark Master Mason is considered the fulfilment of the Fellow Craft Degree;
that being the case it is still necessary for the Candidate to be a Master Mason before he
can be Advanced to the Degree of Mark Master Mason.
